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ATTORNEY GENERAL’SSUMMARY OF RESULTSOF CHARITABLE
SOLICITATION BY COMMERCIAL FUNDRAISERS

The term “commercid fundraiser” refers generdly to a person or corporation that is a for-profit
business who contracts with charities, for compensation, to raise money in their behalf. T he
commercid fundraiser usualy makes a profit by charging charities a flat fee or a percentage of the
contributions collected on behaf of the charities. However, it isimportant to note that most of the 81,000
charitiesregistered with the Attorney Genera in Cdiforniadonot usecommercid fundraiserstoraisefunds.

Hidoricdly, on average, less than one-hdf of the dollars collected by commercid fundraisersin
Cdifornia have actualy gone to charities, according to reports filed with the Attorney Generd. This
Summary reflects the results of solicitations by commercial fundraisersin 1999, as stated in reports they
are required to file with the Attorney Generd.

It isimportant to note that the information in this summary is taken unedited from reports filed by
the charities and fundraisers themsalves. To be accepted by the Attorney Generd, the reports must be
sgned by the commercid fundraisers and officers of the charities for whom the solicitations were made.
The actud reports should be consulted for more complete information provided by the filers. Y ou may
review the reports, as well as a wedth of information about charities and fundraising, on the Attorney
Generd’sinternet web ste;

CHARITABLE SOLICITATION BY COMMERCIAL FUNDRAISERS
$193MILLION COLLECTED IN 1999

In 1999, commercid fundraisers soliciting the public on behdf of charitable organizations
collected atotd of just over $193.3 million in charitable contributions within this state. Only $93.1
million (48.2%) of that total was actudly received by the charitable organizations on whose behdf the
solicitations were made. Simply put, substantialy less than one-half of every dollar donated by
Cdlifornians to charities which used these commercia fundraisers went to charity. Mot of the money

went to solicitation expenses and to fundraiser profits.

In response to charity comments and to help provide a better snapshot of activities by
commercia fund-raisers, this report covers fund-raisng campaigns that were concluded in caendar
year 1999. Previous reports included on-going fundraising campaigns, which could affect expenditures
to donations turned over to charity ratios. This report aso features two new tables that compile data
from annua disclosure reports that were returned to the commercid fundraiser asincomplete. In most
cases, the reports were reected because they were not signed by the commercia fundraiser and two
officers of the charity for whom the solicitations were made.

The following chart shows the total number of commercid fundraisng campaigns that yieded
more than 50% to charity (192), between 31% and 50% to charity (52), between 21% and 30% to
charity (44), between 16% and 20% to charity (48), and 15% and less to charity (130).
