One of the most exciting aspects of Revo’s suspension is the inboard shock arrangement that uses pivoting
rockers to translate vertical wheel travel into linear shock motion. The rockers can be changed to increase or
decrease the maximum travel and to change the progressive rate of the suspension.
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For correct orientation,
the upper and lower
rocker pieces are marked
LF (left front), RF (right
front), LR (left rear), and
RR (right rear).

The bottom part of each
rocker set is marked “This
Side Down.”
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
